Lesson 1: Introduction and The Elevator
Pitch

I. Choral Reading (10 minutes)

Introduction: "Welcome, everyone! I'm very happy to start this class with
you. Our goal is to improve your English skills for your jobs. We will focus
on pronunciation and confidence. Every class will be fun and a little
different. We will use games and activities to help you speak more easily.
Let's practice together every week. Now, let's begin!"

Il. Icebreaker: Categories (10 minutes)

lll. Introducing the Elevator Pitch (15 minutes)

Teacher's Introduction: "Today, we will start a new activity that we will do
every class. It is called an 'Elevator Pitch.' It is a short speech to introduce
yourself, your job, and your goals for this class. It's called an 'Elevator
Pitch' because it is short enough to say to someone on a short elevator
ride. | will start with my pitch.
