IV. Game: Consonant Blend Pictionary (15 minutes)

Instructions:

"Now we will play a game called Pictionary! | will give one person a word with a consonant
blend, and they will draw the word on the whiteboard. The rest of the class will guess the
word. We will all listen to the sounds in the words as we say them."

Example:

A student draws a picture of a plant. The class guesses the word.
